Featuring an all-star ensemble led by Andrew Scott, Brendan Fraser, Kerry Condon, Chris Messina and 

Damian Lewis, PRESSURE is set during the tense 72 hours before D-Day. As the fate of the free world 

hangs in the balance, General Dwight D. Eisenhower and Captain James Stagg confront an impossible 

choice -- launch the largest and most dangerous invasion in history or risk losing the war altogether.
